The students

will be going outside when temperatures are above 32 degrees. Please make sure that your child has

boots, gloves or mittens, a warm hat, and a warm coat as temperatures begin to get colder.

Please make sure that you work with

your child as much as you can and keep in communication with your child’s teacher when questions and

concerns arise.

Dear Escuela Families,

My name is Martha OHASHI; I am the school nurse here at Escuela SMART. I am here

every day to take care of the medical needs of your children. Please let me know if they

have any allergies, asthma, or any other medical condition that I need to know about. If

your child has medication that they need to take at school, please have your doctor fill

out a medical authorization form; please let me know if you need one or if you need me

to fax one to your child’s physician. If you have any questions for me, please call the

office and ask for Nurse Martha. Thank you.

Immunizations

Thank you to all the parents that took care of immunizations promptly. Please remember

that some students will need another dose of their vaccines in a few months. I

recommend that you set up an appointment with their doctor for their vaccine, so that

your child is in compliance with state policy.

Vision and Dental Consents

The Vision and Dental mobile is going to be coming in January, but we need to collect

the consent forms as soon as possible. So if you are interested, please fill out, sign the

forms, and send them in with your student.

If you have insurance, your insurance will be billed, with no charge to you. If you do not

have insurance, your child will still be seen free of charge due to a grant.

For Vision: Students will receive a comprehensive eye exam and if they need glasses,

glasses will be sent to school for your child.

For Dental: Your child will receive a comprehensive oral exam by the doctor, they will

also receive a cleaning and sealants. They will be referred to a dentist if they have

cavities or other dental work. You will receive a note from the dentist.



BRRRR…As it starts getting cold outside…Remember…
The weather is unpredictable.

Remember that your children go outside to play for recess. Please make sure they wear

appropriate clothing for the weather. As the temperatures drop, they will need coats,

hats, gloves. If you do not have any winter gear, please let me know. Call the office and

ask for Nurse Martha.

If your child stays home due to illness…
Always call the office everyday if your child is going to stay home due to illness or for a

doctor’s appointment. If your child has a Doctor’s appointment please remember to ask

for a medical excuse and return it to school so that your child can be excused for the day.
